____Monday Reading:. Exodus 24:12-18 
What's your favorite mountain or holy place? Have you ever had a 
mountaintop experience, that is, a time when you felt so close to God you 
could almost hear God speaking to you? In what way have you most 
recently sensed the presence or heard the voice of God? If you had a 
chance to go away on some mountain or other place for a spiritual renewal 
retreat, where would it be and who would you take along with you? 
 
 

 
 
 
____Tuesday Reading: Psalm 99 
Who makes you feel awestruck or even tremble when you have been in 
their presence? What does "holy" mean to you? What does it mean to call 
God "holy"? If you believe God is truly holy, how might that change the 
way you look at worship and participate in worship? How might it change 
the way you live each day?  
 
 
 
 
____Wednesday Reading: 2 Peter 1:16-21 
Have you ever been called upon to give an eyewitness account of 
something? What is the eyewitness account the writer gives here? Why do 
you think he gives it? How have you witnessed the glory and presence of 
God in the words and life of Jesus? 
 
 
 
 
 
____Thursday Reading: Matthew 17:1-9 
When and where do you feel nearest to God? Read this story again. Put 
yourself with those three disciples. What do you see? Hear? Feel? What 
would you have said had you been there? What is the meaning of this 
story to you? What does it say? What does it mean to “listen to” Jesus? 
How do we do that? Has Jesus been trying to say something to you 
recently? 
 
 
 
 

____Friday Reading: Preview of A Coming Attraction 
Do you ever get those free preview subscriptions for some new 
cable TV station or even for magazines? 
 
It‘s a popular way of trying to show you what they do and what’s 
coming up in the future, you know, programs, articles, things you 
might find helpful. 
 
When you go to the movies, there is always 10 minutes or more 
of previews of coming attractions - clips from movies that are 
coming out. So even before they come out, you have some idea 
of what’s coming, what’s ahead. 
 
Transfiguration Sunday is, in a way, just that - a major preview of 
the most wonderful coming attraction - the death and 
resurrection of Jesus! 
 
Jesus has already given them a mini-preview in words - having 
just told them for the first time that he is going to Jerusalem to 
die. Now, as you can imagine, that was not a movie they really 
wanted to see and certainly not one they wished to have any role 
in. But Jesus does not stop there with words. That’s not the 
whole preview. He then takes them up onto the mountain, the 
traditional place of revelation or epiphany, and then shows them 
a more advanced preview. There, on the mountain top, a clip is 
shown of Jesus as he would be after the cross, after his death - 
the risen, glorified Lord.
